LIFE IN BUNDANG

Bundang is one of three districts of Seongnam City. It is, relatively speaking, an extremely wealthy neighbourhood with somewhere near 25% of the population being “millionaires” (dollars, not won).  As such there are endless amenities that we cannot completely list here. Ask around as the combined wisdom of the staff will be your best resource.

Transportation

Buses

9000, 9001, 9401 (Seoul)**these are the fastest routes into the city

· Incheon (International) / Gimpo (Domestic) Airports – Take the Airport Limousine near Seohyeon Station exit 2.

Subway

Our closest station is Seohyeon on the yellow Bundang line. At present the subway takes quite a long time and if you are heading to Seoul, the bus remains the quickest option. A new express line is set to open between Jeongja and Gangnam within the next couple of years however that will make the subway a viable option.

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Dentists

Two dentists are pointed out on the maps above: Bundang Seoul Mi Dentist and Mizen Dental Clinic. Mizen is more accessible, right next to AK Plaza but the staff at Mi are very kind and the dentist can speak English quite well. In addition, there is the following in Yatap:

Yonsei Dentist (031-708-3900). Take bus 2 across from Dunkin Donuts and get off at Mi Rae Ha Gwon.  Turn left (cross street) and walk straight.  You will find Woori Bank on your left.  It is located on the 2nd floor of that building.

Doctors

Doctors generally speak at least some English as it is a requirement for the graduation. Here is a list of suggested practioners:

1. 21st Century Clinic – located above TGIF (see Seohyeon map).

*general GP that speaks English reasonably well

There are two clinics called 21st Century Clinic so if you take a cab you have to tell the cab driver specifically which one you’re going to.

3. CNP Dermatology Clinic – 8th floor of building behind Krispy Kreme

* female doctor speaks English fluently

4. English-speaking pharmacist – on 2nd floor of Krispy Kreme building in Samsung Plaza.

5. Endo clinic – located above Outback steakhouse near AK Plaza

* not the teachers’ favourite, but speaks decent English and walk-in available.

* bedside manner can be lacking, but they do it all, and everyone speaks English there.

3rd floor, Hyundai Building, Hannam-dong, Yongsan-Gu, Seoul 140-210
This is right on the corner of 5-dae-ro (oh-dae-ro) in Hannam.  It's very close to Hannam market. Coming from Bundang, get off the 9000/9401/9001 bus at the Hannam stop (first stop) and just walk one block south.  It’s right on the corner.  If you are coming from elsewhere in Seoul, the nearest subway stop is Hangangjin-- it will take you about 10 minutes to walk there. The Hyundai building is pretty obvious, right on the corner, and there's a Seattle's Best Coffee on the first floor.  Several SNET teachers have gone here and have found the clinic and the doctor to be fabulous—she comes highly recommended.

Fitness Centres and Swimming Pools

Remitting money to your bank account at home can be done through our KB branch (see map). If you exceed a combined total of $10,000USD in one calendar year, you will need to bring a stamped copy of your most recent paystub.  

Emergencies

If you have an emergency in Korea, call 112 on any phone (at SNET, dial 9 first to get an outside line). For fire, 119. Both numbers staff English speaking operators.

CALLING A TAXI TO SNET

TAXIS TO TOWN:  We’ve arranged for a local taxi company to take calls from non-Korean speakers.  Here’s the process:

--dial 9 for an external line

--call 705-5700 from a SNET phone so our number will come up on their caller ID

--if you hear music, wait a few moments to be connected

--YOBOSAYO means “hello” for the telephone

--say “SEONGNAM YONG-OH MA-UL” (Seongnam English Town) or “SAEMAUL YONSUWON”

--the dispatcher will say one of two things:

OK  means…..OK

AGAIN means call again in 5 minutes  (they don’t have a queue; you have to keep calling until one comes available)

--meet the taxi in the lower parking lot, by the football field

DESTINATIONS…

“AK Plaza e kajuseyo”  -- Please take me to Samsung Plaza.

“Seohyeon yok e kajuseyo”  -- Please take me to Seohyeon subway station.

“Imae-Hanshin Apaatu  ap-eh kajuseyo”  -- Please drop me in front of Seohyeon Hanshin Apartment building (this is the location of the express bus stop to Seoul)

GETTING BACK HOME…

From Seongnam…If you grab a taxi anywhere in Seongnam, just tell them “Sae-maul Yonsuwon e kajuseyo.” The Saemaul Institute is well-known throughout the city.

From Seoul…If you catch a late-night taxi in Seoul, it will usually cost about 30,000 won to get back here, or a little more if you are coming from the western part of Seoul (such as Hongdae).  Tell the taxi driver “Bundang Seohyeon Yok” and then direct them yourself from the Samsung Plaza area.  Street signs for Saemaul will be visible for the taxi driver once you are in Bundang, anyway, so it should be fairly straightforward.
